Campers will learn to paddle their craft solo and develop
skills that emphasize independence and self-reliance. Campers
learn skills through a mix of instruction, demonstrations, games,
and trips. The instructors demonstrate and discuss paddle strokes
and techniques, rescue skills, and boating safety. The opportunity
to explore local waterways from ponds to rivers makes this an
exciting adventure your child will not want to miss.
